The funding through the United Way enabled us to provide a total of 38 evidence 

based, age-appropriate prevention education programs in Vermilion County 

Schools this quarter, impacting the lives of 564 students.  The programs were 

aimed at preventing bullying, sexual harassment and abuse, and physical fighting.   

In addition, professional training programs were provided 36 educators and social 

service providers.  This included a full day trauma informed care training to 

Project Success staff.
